PALM SPRINGS, CA – (May 14, 2018) – Palm Springs Art Museum is now accepting registration for its 
summer Art Camp, to be held at both the Palm Springs and Palm Desert locations. Early bird registration 
discounts are available through May 31.  
 
Children ages five through 12 will explore exciting artistic journeys with creative hands-on projects and 
gallery adventures led by a team of experienced museum educators and visiting artists. Themes for the 
camp include Squiggle, Smudge, Splat; Printmaker’s Studio; Art Safari; Build It, Shape It, Sculpt It; Mural 
Masters; Art in Motion, and many more. Camp activities are held indoors.  
 
Weekly sessions are held Monday through Friday, either half day 9 a.m. to noon or 1 p.m. to 4 p.m., 
with full day being held 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. A supervised lunch period with activities from noon to 1 p.m. is 
provided for children in full-day sessions only. Children must bring a bag lunch and a drink, as bistro 
services are not available.  
 
Art Camp at Palm Springs Art Museum will be held June 25 - 29 and July 2 - 6. Art Camp at Palm Springs 
Art Museum in Palm Desert, The Galen and Faye Sarkowsky Sculpture Garden runs July 9 - 13 and July 
16 - 20. 
 
The weekly cost through May 31 for half days is $100 members, $120 non-members; full day $180 
members, $200 non-members. For half-day sessions the week of July 2 - 6 only, the fee is $75 for 
members and $90 non-members. Staring June 1 registration increases by $20 for both members and 
non-members. There is a $20 discount for enrolling more than one child from the same family in a 
single session per week. This discount must be taken at time of registration. A limited number of full 
and partial scholarships are available for financial assistance to those in need.
